Since its inception in 1985 in Ottawa,
Canada, the Ottawa Conference has become the premier event focusing on the assessment of
competence in health professions education and the evaluation of programmes.

Ottawa 2020 provides the opportunity for all involved in the assessment of competence of medical
and healthcare personnel from around the world to come together to discuss the current status
and future directions. Keynote speakers and symposium presenters will challenge the audience
and stimulate new ways of thinking about assessment of individuals and teams, and evaluation
of programmes. The continuum of education will be addressed in medicine, dentistry, nursing
and the other healthcare professions, from undergraduate through postgraduate/specialist
training to the often neglected area of continuing professional development.

On the basis that all educators should have an understanding of the principles of assessment and
evaluation, Ottawa 2020 welcomes participants from around the world, whether assessment
specialists or relatively new to the area, to share their views and present different cultural
perspectives. Students are particularly welcome, as consumers of education and assessment.
Abstracts are invited for oral presentations, posters and workshops.

The important work on consensus statements and recommendations as to best practice in the
area of assessment of competence which was started in 2010 will be continued, with the aim
of disseminating key messages about state-of-the-art practice in the final plenary session.

An International Programme Committee and a Local Organising Committee, supported by
an international team of reviewers, is putting together a programme to celebrate the best
in assessment and evaluation across the continuum of education in the health professions,
reflecting a global perspective.
